In addition to valuable 
print and electronic tools, the .ÁÚÁÒÅÎÅ 3ÁÆÅΆ team is available to          
respond to your questions and assist you in securing the information 
needed to help your church make a positive impact in your community.  I 
encourage you to utilize the information found on the .ÁÚÁÒÅÎÅ 3ÁÆÅΆ 
website.
